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Winterville Police Chief Mike Vizzini Says His Officers Have Their Eye On
Youl!

By the time you see the police car and the officer aiming the laser radar gun i
shii°1°6, because he gotchal! So says
The chief showed the club members the new laser radar that can pick up a
car at 1000 feet or more. And - the officer can pick which vehicle he wants to
check for speed. The laser radar is a $3,000 piece of equipment recently ac-
quired by the city to aid in slowing the much too rapid pace of traffic on Chero-
kee, Smithonia and Main streets. As the chief reported, the less tolerant a
community is on speeding, a direct correlation exists between lowering the
average speed and a lowering of the crime rate.

The chief reported that all patrol cars are equipped with rolling radar units.
The standard radar unit cannot clock a second vehicle that may be speeding
when a slower vehicle is in front of the suspect vehicle. Fixed radar will send
out a beam the will spread and pick up the first vehicle it detects. But the la-
ser can be trained on the suspect vehicle only. The radar in the patrol cars
are good for the random speeder encountered one-on-one, the laser will en-
able officers to detect speeders before they can see the patrol car. By Geor-
gia law, the patrol car must be visible at 500 feet, whereas the laser can de-
tect the speeds at 1000feet or greater. Unlike radar whose beam disburses
the further out it travels, the laser has very little disbursement. So as said
above, when you see them, they got you babe!

Chief Mike invited any Winterville citizen and especially our club members to
come by and see the new police offices. He also said that he can arrange for
each of us that wants to ride along and see the new laser unit in action. To do
either, just call the chief at the office and make the arrangements.
