Becky Brightwell of UGAôs Institute of Human Development and Disability 

Becky Brightwell was our speaker for the May 27th meeting.  Becky brought to us a 

very interesting talk on the Agrability in Georgia  program.  ñAgrabilityò is a program 

to assist handicapped agricultural workers in returning to work as a productive farm-

ing business worker or owner.  This program is funded by the USDA and is staffed 

primarily by handicapped individuals and employs the services of all the University of 

Georgiaôs many outreach facilities throughout the state.  Becky pointed to the many 

talents found within the student body of UGAôs many schools.  For example, she 

pointed out that the Tifton College of Agricultural and Environmental Sciences is 

often called on to either design and make an implement or adaptation or just make 

the needed implement or adaptation from the specific request of an Agrability  client.  

Becky noted that farmers are very mechanically adept and usually know exactly what 

they need and how it should work.  Implements such as adapting hedge trimmers to 

operate remotely using a joystick as designed for a farmer who is restricted to a 

wheelchair, lifts to hoist farmers who are restricted to a wheelchair into their tractors 

and other equipment, and building a specialized tractor tire fender allowing a dis-

abled farmer to ñslide intoò the tractorôs seat.  Becky could not praise enough the tal-

ents and effort put out by this group in Tifton. 

Moving on, Becky noted that Agrability in Georgia  not only assists in getting the 

farmers the implements needed to return to a productive farming life, but also deals 

with the business aspect as well as the psychological and family needs.  From as-

sisting the farmer in designing a viable business plan, to helping to secure seed op-

erating funds, to getting appropriate treatments for the psychological scars the injury 

has left with the farmer.  The Agrability  program works with agencies all around the 

state to provide the needed services that will assist this person to regain their farm-

ing business, but much more, regain their self-worth.
